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Staff Roster
During this year, the staff of Marian House worked diligently 
to help our residents and their children feel at HOME. 
We provided transitional and permanent housing with 
comprehensive services including education, employment, 
and counseling services to help them obtain and maintain 
independent, productive lives.

Between July 1, 2006 and June 30, 2007, the Marian House 
I and II programs provided housing and supportive services 
for 81 single women, 8 mothers and 23 children. In that same 
period, 14 single women, 12 mothers, and 20 children moved 
into Marian House III, our permanent housing program, and 
received case management services as needed.

Of all the residents served, 67 participated in our on-site 
educational program for a total of 1,482 hours of instruction. 
Sixty-eight of the women obtained employment. Rehabilitative 
counseling was provided for all 115 women served.

Serenity Place Opening

The Serenity Place project is a great 
success! The grand opening for the 
19-unit affordable housing complex 
for low income single women and 
families was held on October 25, 
2007. The building has a secured 
key entrance, lobby area, lounge, 
computer room, community room and 
laundry facilities. Each apartment
includes one or two bedrooms, a living room, kitchen with 
new appliances, storage space, full bathroom, and beautiful 
large windows and high ceilings.

Serenity Place was at full resident capacity by December 31, 
2007.

Marian House is ful�lling its mission as a place of refuge where 
previously homeless women can grow, plan, and pursue their 
dreams. We thank our partner, Homes for America, and all 
supporters for their help in making this an ongoing reality.

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MAKING ‘HOME’ MORE THAN A HOUSE

The major theme of The Wizard of Oz was Dorothy�s desire 
and efforts to �nd her way HOME. At Marian House, 
this is also our primary goal for the women we serve. 
Marian House�s continuum of service includes three 
levels. The �rst level, Marian House I, is a transitional 
housing and rehabilitation program. Support services at 
Marian House I include meal provision, transportation, 
personal counseling, life skills training, employment 
assistance, pre-GED education, �nancial guidance, a 
savings program, scholarship aid, support in achieving 
family reuni�cation, and access to affordable permanent 
housing.  Marian House II, the second program level, 
continues the same client services as Marian House I 
but with a less structured and more independent living 
environment. Marian House III and Serenity Place are 
permanent housing initiatives. These components provide 
case management and support services to residents 
while also providing affordable rental units. At Marian 
House, HOME is more than a physical structure. For our 
residents, it�s a safe environment where they can exercise 
independence while developing skills, receiving guidance 
for successful living, and achieving wholeness.

Women 
who come to Marian House do not need brains but they 
do need instructional support and encouragement to use 
their minds productively. Although traumatized by their 
pasts, many of the women at Marian House develop a 
determination to succeed academically and professionally. 
The Education Coordinator provides each resident with 
individualized instruction including educational goal 
setting, GED preparation, career counseling, and college 
assistance.  Our Employment Counselor helps the 
residents with pre-employment activities that include 
resume writing, contacting potential employers, and 
preparing for interviews. We currently partner with the 
following employers: Marriott-Renaissance Harbor Place; 
the Downtown Partnership; Uptown Press; Johns Hopkins, 
Union Memorial, and Mercy Hospitals; College Manor; 
and Stella Maris Hospice. The Employment Counselor 
also involves residents in training workshops that can 
improve their readiness for work and arranges for them 
to attend job fairs. The staff and residents celebrate every 
academic and employment accomplishment together.
